As many of you know from my email with a change of address, God has 
miraculously provided a new home for Plant Today.  We are presently 
operating from a beautiful 83 acre site that God created.  A few pictures are 
included to give you an idea of this magnificent place. 
 
I must tell you some of the story behind this miracle.  Eight or nine years 
ago I met Joe Talley when we were both volunteering at our church’s 
special needs riding program.  For the next six or seven years we talked 
and got to know each other a little more while we were assisting children in 
their riding therapy.  Two years ago 
this month, Joe invited me to join in 
a small weekly prayer meeting that 
was being held where he is the 
general manager, a place called 
Windsome Farms.  The magnitude 
of the property was so great, it was 
overwhelming and beyond my faith 
that our program could ever occupy 
such a place.  Yet, after much 
prayer and Joe as a key facilitator, 
God brought about a mighty miracle.  This could not have taken place 
without the many prayers of a number of Plant Today partners, who were 
able to envision the possibilities.  On December 15, 2010, we stepped onto 
Windsome Farms at the invitation of the generous owner.  Please join us 
as we continue to pray for him; he has shown extreme generosity to this 
ministry.

From Mike (cont’d) -   
 
I also wanted to share with you what God has put on my heart for Plant 
Today to help with in Guatemala during 2011.  When we were on our last 
2010 outreach to Guatemala at the end of October, I knew God gave us 
some specific projects to accomplish this year. 
 
Casa Samuel, the orphanage where little Tina lives (the child who, at 14 
month old, received heart surgery 
because of some generous Plant 
Today partners), is in need of 
completing a security fence around 
the property.  Guatemala is notorious 
for its kidnappings of children for 
slave trade.  In order to keep the 
children safe, the orphanage needs 
$5000 to complete this fence.  I 
believe Plant Today is to help in this 
project. 
 
A small school for 47 special needs children, located just outside of San 
Pedro, is in desperate need of monthly support.  It operates from donations 
and, like Plant Today, provides education, free of charge, to students who 
could not otherwise afford it.  In faith, I have pledged $100 per month from 
Plant Today to assist in this outreach to these special children.  And, when 
the April 27-May 2 Outreach team goes to Guatemala, we will be helping to 
do maintenance and repairs to the school. 
 
Last spring’s mud-slides in Guatemala delayed our helping the newly 
established church in one of the ghettos of San Pedro Las Huertas.  This 
church is attempting to build four walls and a roof so that the children, more 
than 30 in number who come for church each week, can have a place to 
meet.  Two times each month Plant Today also provides them a breakfast.  
The cost of the building project is estimated at $1000. 
 
On the last day of our October 2010 outreach trip, we were in church 
service with Pastor Israel.  During praise 
and worship time I felt the Holy Spirit 
instruct me to commit Plant Today to 
provide $2000 toward purchasing the land 
needed for the local community center.  
The total cost of this piece of property is 
$8500.  You may remember that the vision 
for a community center was given to us 
before we even met Pastor Israel and 
Cecilia and, while meeting with them the 
very first time, they expressed the same vision.  They are now acting as a 
catalyst for this vision to be fulfilled.
